1. NELUMNO- A GENUS OF AQUATIC PLANTS WITH LARGE, SHOWY, WATER LILY-LIKE FLOWERS COMMONLY KNOWN  AS LOTUS OR SACRED LOTUS.
          -THE GENUS OF THIS FLOWER WHICH IS N.NUCIFERA IS THE WELL KNOWN NATIONAL FLOWER OF INDIA AND VIETNAM.

          -THE SOURCE OF LOTUS SEEDS USED IN CHINESE MEDICINE AND DESSERTS

2. JACKFRUIT- IS A SPECIE OF TREE IN THE MULBERRY FAMILY WHICH IS NATIVE TO PARTS OF SOUTH AND SOUTHEAST ASIA.

       -IT IS CALLED PANASA IN SANSKRIT, KATABAL IN HINDI.

       - IT IS WELL SUITED TO TROPICAL LOWLANDS. ITS FRUIT IS THE LARGEST TREE BORNE FRUIT IN THE WORLD ABOUT 10 INCHES IN DIAMETER.

       - THE LARGE VARIETIES ARE FOUND IN AREAS BLESSED WITH THE MONSOON RAINS.

3. ACER/MAPLE- IS A GENUS OF TREES OR SHRUBS COMMONLY 

KNOWN AS MAPLE.

        -125 SPECIES ARE IN ASIA.

        -THEY GROW TO 10-45 INCHES

4. HORTENSIA- IS A GENUS OF ABOUT 70-75 SPECIES OF FLOWERING PLANTS NATIVE TO SOUTHERN AND EASTERN ASIA (CHINA, KOREA, JAPAN AND THE HIMALAYAS)
       - 2 TYPES MOPHEAD AND LACECAP (2 PICTURES IN SLIDE)
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5. MAGNOLIA- IS A LARGE GENUS OF ABOUT 210 FLOWERING PLANT SPECIES.

             - NAMED AFTER FRENCH BOTANIST PIERRE MAGNOL.

             - KIND OF DISTRIBUTION: DISJUNCT DISTRIBUTION WITH A MAIN CENTER IN EAST ASIA AND SOUTHEAST ASIA.

             - DISJUNCT DISTRIBUTION- IS ONE THAT HAS TWO OR MORE GROUPS THAT ARE RELATED BUT WIDELY SEPERATED FROM EACH OTHER GEOGRAPHICALLY.

6. DIANTHUS- A GENUS OF PARASITIC FLOWERING PLANTS.

      - NATIVE MAINLY TO EUROPE AND ASIA

      - COMMON NAMES INCLUDE CARNATION AND SWEET WILLIAM.

      - FLOWERS HAVE 5 PETALS

7. RAFFLESIA- A GENUS OF PARASITIC FLOWERING PLANTS

       -IT WAS DISCOVERED IN AND INDONESIAN RAINFOREST BY A GUIDE WORKING FOR DR. JOSEPH ARNOLD IN 1818 AND NAMED AFTER SIR THOMAS STAMFROD RAFFLES, THE LEADER OF THE EXPEDITION.

        - FOUND IN BORNEO, SUMATRA AND THE PHILIPPINES 

        - PARASITIC FLOWERING PLANTS- MUST BE ATTACHED TO ANOTHER PLANT TO FLOURISH.

8. MOTHERWORT- IS A FLOWERING PLANT IN THE MINT FAMILY, LAMICEAE.

        -ORIGINALLY FROM CENTRAL ASIA, IT IS NOW FOUND WORLDWIDE SPREAD LARGELY DUE TO ITS MEDICINAL PROPERTIES.

        - IT PREVENTS HEMORRHAGE DURING LABOR, IT PROMOTES RELAXATION DURING PREGNANCY.

         - ALSO CALLED LION’S EAR DUE TO ITS RESEMBLANCE OF AN EAR OF A LION.

9. SACRED FIG (BODHI TREE)- A SPECIES OF BANYAN FIG NATIVE TO INDIA, NEPAL AND SRI LANKA.

                     -IT IS A LARGE DRY SEASON DECIDOUS OR SEMI-EVERGREEN TREE UP TO 30 METERS TALL.

                     - SIDDHARTA GAUTAMA (BUDDHA) IS REFERRED TO HAVE BEEN SITTING UNDERNEATH IT WHEN HE WAS ENLIGHTENED.
10.KALANCHOE- IS A GENUS OF ABOUT 125 SPECIES OF TROPICAL FLOWERING PLANTS.

            - FOUND IN INDONESIA AND MALAYSIA.
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           - THE LARGEST IS KALANCHOE BEHARENSIS FROM MADAGASCAR, IT CAN REACH UP TO 6 METERS IN HEIGHT.

11.CHINESE TALLOW- FOUND IN CHINA, TAIWAN AND JAPAN. 

            - USED FOR CANDLE AND SOAP MAKING.
            - THE LEAVES ARE USED AS HERBAL MEDICINE FOR BOILS.

            - IT IS USEFUL IN THE PRODUCTION OF BIODIESEL.

            - IT IS THE THIRD MOST PRODUCTIVE VEGETABLE OIL PRODUCING CROP IN THE WORLD AFTER ALGAE AND OIL PALM.

  12. COMMON FIG- A SMALL TREE NATIVE TO SOUTHWEST ASIA AND THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN REGION.

                - THE SAP OF THE FIG’S GREEN PARTS IS AN IRRITANT TO THE HUMAN SKIN.

                - ITS FRUITS ARE THE HIGHEST SOURCE OF CALCUIM AND FIBER.

  13. GYPSYWORT- NATIVE TO EUROPE AND ASIA.

               - GROWS PRIMARILY IN THE WETLAND AREAS.
               - IT HAS MEDICINAL QUALITIES  LIKE ASTRINGENT, TREATING FEVER, HYPERTHYROIDISM, SORES AND WOUNDS.

  14. PEACH- IS A TREE THAT IS NATIVE TO CHINA.

           - A TREE GROWING 4-10 METERS TALL

           - PEACH PLANTS GROW VERY WELL IN A FAIRLY LIMITED RANGE SINCE THEY HAVE A CHILLING REQUIREMENT THAT TROPICAL AREAS CANNOT SATISFY.

  15. PEAR- A PLANT THAT BELONGS TO THE APPLE FAMILY.

          - FOUND IN EAST ASIA.

          - SIMILAR TO THE APPLE IN CULTIVATION, PROPAGATION AND POLLINATION.
